Let’s make it Simple

The problem is, almost any file can be infected by a virusii nowadays: A Word
document from your Mom; a picture of the boss’s kid; a fun screen-saver from yq
friend in Atlanta, or a forwarded joke from your buddy. These new virusii often s
faster than your anti-virus software is updated. How can you possibly protect

yourself in such circumstances? There are a few simple rules you can follow to |
keep you safe before opening an email attachment or downloading files at work:

Rule 1 Do Ineed this email attachment for a ‘real’ business-related purpose? If not, delet

file or send it to your home computer.

Rule 2 If you do need to open the email attachment at work and there is some doubt as its
then perform a “virus-scan” on the file before opening: Save the file to your H:drive or Desk
then right click on the file, and then select the “Scan for viruses” option. If you are unsure or

suspect the attachment may have a problem, ask the IS department for help.

Remember, business computers are tools provided to you by your company to h

you perform your job. They can do many other things, but focus on why your
company is providing this computer tool for you. Also, they are probably one of
company’s most expensive tools that you have access to. Treat them as such.

Always keep in mind the distinction between you
home computer and work computer.

Advise for home users: Update your anti-virus software often, if not daily, and fo
the rules mentioned above.
